They are just barely surviving, instead of thriving.                                                                                                         c. Some are living paycheck to paycheck. They are having to decide which bills not to pay this month.                                                                                      D.  There is too much month at the end of the money.                                                   E. They have no reserve in their savings accounts, if they even have a savings account.                                                                                                                  F. That is not the abundant, overflow life that Jesus came to give us.            G. Gods kingdom is based on sowing and reaping or seedtime & harvest. (genesis 6:22)                                                                                                       H. You can cheat or manipulate nearly all systems that men have created. The legal system can be beaten, letting the guilty go free. Our educational system can be beaten, passing students who haven’t really learned the material. But you can’t change seedtime and harvest.                                                    I Jesus said The seed is the Word of God (verse 14), and the ground is our hearts (verse 15) (Mark 4:14-16)                                                                              J. We do what today we are doing plant God’s word in our hearts on provision allow our faith to take action and we see a definite harvest.                   K. This law of seedtime and harvest operates in every area of our lives. If we will plant God’s Word in our hearts, then allow the seed to germinate and the plant to grow to maturity, we will reap the fruit of a harvest. Genesis 1:28: “And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply [increase], and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over...every living thing…                                                                      c. These were the first words ever spoken to man that empowered him to spread the Garden of Eden.                                                                                       D. THE BLESSING equipped him with all the divine resources needed to carry on the work God began at Creation.                                                                      e. “That’s THE BLESSING, and that’s God’s will.”                                                    F. Proverbs 10:22 (NKJV): “The blessing of the Lord makes one rich, and He adds no sorrow with it.”                                                                                       g. We have been delivered from the curse of never enough and we are living in THE BLESSING of more than enough—the overflow. “When Jesus was raised from the dead into life, we were raised from the curse into life. When we made Him Lord of our lives, we received full pardon from the curse.” 
5. If we really trust God, our actions will show it.                                                    A. For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also (James 2:26).                                                                                                   B. Merely paying lip service to our trust will not accomplish anything. Giving out of our resources proves whether we really trust Him.                                             C. If we really believe the Word of God, our actions will be born out of what we believe.                                                                                                    d. Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey, whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? (Romans 6:16).                                                                        E. Whoever or whatever we serve becomes our master. Trusting money puts us in bondage to it.                                                                                                                                                                              F. God freely blesses His servants. And Abimelech said unto Isaac, Go from us; for thou art much mightier than we (Genesis 26:16).                                                   G. And the man increased exceedingly, and had much cattle, and maidservants, and menservants, and camels, and asses (Genesis 30:43).                                                   H. When we trust God, His grace knows how to find us and promote us (1 Samuel 16:1, 11, 13).                                                                                                    L. If we do not trust God in money matters, which are the least in the kingdom of God, we are hindered in our trust in Him in the big things. Our hearts will condemn us.                                                                                           M. We live holy, not to impress God, but so that our hearts will not condemn us. When we trust money more than Him, our hearts will condemn us. Sin shall not have dominion over us because we are no longer under the law but under grace (Romans 6:14).                                             
6. Supernatural Harvests in Spite of Famine Genesis 26:1                                a. God told Isaac to dwell in a land that was in a famine. Famine in the land. or Serious economic downturn or Severe shortage or Extreme scarcity                                                                                                                 b.2. Verses 12-14: “Then Isaac sowed in that land, and received in the same year an hundredfold: and the Lord blessed him. And the man waxed great, and went forward, and grew until he became very great: For he had possession of flocks, and possession of herds, and great store of servants: and the Philistines envied him.”                                                                                   C. The normal yield in Gerar was less than 25-fold.                                                     D. Isaac reaped a hundredfold in the same year!                                                              E. He didn’t eat his seed.                                                                                         F. “You’ve always got a seed if you’ll just think about it. Do something for somebody.”                                                                                                                  G. Verses 12-13 (MSG): “Isaac planted crops in that land and took in a huge harvest. God blessed him. The man got richer and richer by the day until he was very wealthy.”                                                                                                  H. In times of famine, we don’t just survive—we thrive!                                               i. Psalm 37:18-19 (NLT): “Even in famine they will have more than enough.”  Hebrew = He will supply until no more is needed.                                                                                          i. After David became king, God prospered him so much that he was able to give more than six billion dollars in one day (1 Chronicles 29:1-5).                                 J. God blessed David’s son, Solomon, even more (1 Kings 1:37).                                  K. For he knoweth our frame; he remembereth that we are dust (Psalm 103:14). God knows us through and through. He knows we are prone to walk in fear in the area of money.                                                                                                                                                                                                              N. Learning to rely on God and lean on Him confidently starts with our finances. Giving financially is a way to prove to ourselves that we trust God more than wealth. It is not about buying God’s favor.                                                            
7. God’s plan for us is to experience prosperity in our finances and prosperity in every area of our lives.                                                                                                          A. Jesus wants us to have abundance until it overflows. He wants us to enjoy life, but He will not force abundance on us. It is up to us to choose it for ourselves.                                                                                                         B. We must be careful to discover the path of life. “Thou will show me the path of life: in thy presence there is fullness of joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures forevermore (Psalm 16:11).                                                                        C. It is not His will for us to be limited by a lack of money to carry out His plan for our lives.                                                                                                 D. For every dream He gives us, He also gives us the means to achieve it.                      E. He is the God of visions as well as the God of provisions.                                          F. In the New Testament, Jesus talked more about money than any other single topic. Money and how we handle it is extremely important because this determines the impact we can have in the world with the Gospel.                            g. Jesus said if we cannot be trusted with money, we cannot be trusted with anything else (Luke 16:10, 11). We need to demonstrate our faith with money, which Jesus called the least and the little, so that God can trust us with the big things in life.                                                                                            h. God’s rules concerning money are not the same as Wall Street’s rules. Our understanding of Wall Street will not give us an understanding of the kingdom of God.                                                                                                i. Asset management and financial stewardship are two different things.                           J. As Christians, we should not compartmentalize our lives to let God take care of us in every other area except our finances. When we do this, we divide our life against itself, and a house divided against itself will not stand (Matthew 12:25).                                                                                                     K. Money should be a tool in our lives, not our master.
